OSYC Halloween Regatta 2007

The winds were light when Linda & Joseph arrived to crew with me on "Barco Viejo" my 41 year old Morgan 24.  As we prepped for getting underway, Linda pulled out the 150% genoa and I got the mainsail unwrapped.   We had plenty of time to get ready for the race and stayed back some only to find that we were almost a minute late for the start on the first race.  The wind was picking up and we started to find that the genoa really was not that good ( 40 years old ) and was fluttering a lot.  Joseph had not done any sailboat racing, but had sailed on some light wind days a couple of times with me.  We got a 6th on the first race and decided that we would try to get a better start the next time.  We did and was able to get a 4th on the second race.  As we finished on the second race, and was passing the pin flag, there was a snap and the mainsail came fluttering down.  Linda looked at it as it came down and commented, "That was the last race for us today".  It was also the last race for the day for the Race Committee.  When I looked at the mainsail more closely while sailing in to the Club, I found that the grommet on the head of the sail had pulled out.  With Barco Viejo in her slip we removed the mainsail and packed it up to see if we could work out a repair.  Joseph and Linda got on the winch and using the jib halyard, they hoisted me up the mast to retrieve the end of the main halyard.  I could not convince Linda that she needed the experience of being hoisted up the mast.  

The Halloween Party that night was fun with great food, some really nice costumes, and of course the usually array of donated attic items for the silent auction/drawing.  My costume was a little thin this year.  I went as Capt Bob.  I wore a sport coat with a little tag on it that said, "Hello, My name is Capt Bob", and I wore a US Navy officer's cap. This time I decided to try my other 150% genoa, and to my surprise it was much better that the one we used the day before.  Once again because of some confusion with the horns and flags, we got a late start on the first race but did manage to do pretty good and got a 3rd, then a 5th on the second race was the best we could do.  Overall for both days, we tied for 4th with Bill Shaw on his newly acquired San Juan 23, and were only two points below Calvin Smith in third.  Since most of the boats out there had sails that were less than 5 years old, I think we did pretty good on "Barco Viejo" with our 40 year old sails.  I am going to use that excuse for now, but probably new sails would not have gotten us a first or even a second place.
