Point to Point Race/Rally - The day before a sailor sails a route on the lake and records the time.  The next day the fleet tries to match the time they think the forerunner took to complete the course.  The skipper that comes the closest to the time of the forerunner wins the event prize.

Treasure Hunt -  The 18 Annual Treasure Hunt.  Each skipper searches the lake for prize markers or poker envelopes to see who can win this event.  The Annual Treasure Hunt prize plaque is kept for one year by the winner.  Last year the event was won by Pete Ekstrom.  It could be yours in 208

Lake Martin Cruise - This lake is always a favorite for the members of LJSC.
