19th. Annual Treasure Hunt 

Sept 19th, 2009

   The forecast for the weekend was not good, 50-60 percent chance of rain on Saturday.  Joseph and I were at the lake by 4:30 on Friday afternoon, but it took a while to get everything loaded on the boat and get the boat ready to motor out to put out the treasure jars.  We sailed some and motored more and by 8:30PM we had almost half of the buckets and jars out.  We anchored in the Dortch's favorite anchorage but noticed as we came in that there were a swarm of mosquitoes around our running lights.   So we closed up the boat and with the cabin lights on we cooked and ate supper.   When we had everything cleaned up and were ready for bed we opened up the boat with all the lights off and went to sleep.   The bugs were not too bad but I think I should have used some of my DEET 40 spray anyway.  We started early the next morning to put out the rest of the buckets and jars.   The final one turned out to be a little difficult because the lighthouse up Island Creek that I had found last year, was no longer on the shore and we were "up the creek".  We put the jar out near an island and said we would change the clue on the instruction sheet for the 8th clue.   

       When we arrived at the Club, we expected to see all the sailors that had come out for the Treasure Hunt.   The Club was empty and it was already 10:45.  Great!!   The weather had discouraged everyone, although I still expected John and Sherry because he had told me it was "Rain or Shine" for him.  By 11:00 AM though, the Davis's and the Dortch's had arrived so the Hunt was on!!.  Jeff and Linda Morrow arrived soon after, so we had at least 4 boats.   We started from the NO WAKE markers in front of the Bass Boathouse Marina at 13:00 although yours truly forgot to bring a sound device, so John filled in for me as the horn blower.   With so few boats out, we lost sight of most of the boats until we happened across Jeff & Linda drifting in Island Creek.   I got in the dinghy to row across to get a card out of bucket E and shortly after that the wind picked up and we sailed, picking up cards from the other 4 buckets.  We did get rained on a couple of times but it was pretty light.   Other boats reported a quick hard downpour for them.   We had all five cards by 4PM and started back.   It was pretty slow going but I had called on the radio for everyone to try to get back by 5PM and to use the motor after picking up their last card or jar.   We finally motored back to OSYC with dark clouds threatening again.   With "Barco Viejo" secure in her slip, and most of the prizes set up next to the Club House, it started to rain again a little.   By 5PM, I rang the bell and with Jeff running in, we opened the cards to find that Jeff & Linda had won the best hand, with Joseph the second, John Davis getting 3rd and Michael & Charlie getting the 4th selection.   Even though the weather was threatening, all had a good time although because Charlie could not get her feet wet because of a foot injury, she and Michael came in early with only 2 cards.  Next year will be different.   There was talk of making the 20th Annual Treasure Hunt a two day event.  That would add a new dimension to the event.

    Columbus Day Weekend Cruise

 Now scheduled for West Point Lake.  We voted on it at the last meeting and thought it might be the best location because it is so close and has so much to see and lots of wide open sailing..   We will be launching at on Friday evening,  and early Saturday, sailing and rafting up in the evening near one of the many parks and pulling out in the afternoon of Monday or later if you have more time to spend there.  This will be a new lake for many so I am putting together some directions that might help.   I am recommending that we launch at Southern Harbor Resort & Marina, formerly called West Point Landing Marina.  To get to the lake, get out your Georgia map or Google Maps and  find your way to exit 2 on I85.  Going West on GA hwy 18/E 10th St., drive across the bridge over the river and follow it to where it intersects with 3 Rd. Ave.  Turn right and go Northwest on 3Rd. Ave until it forks.  Take the right fork, Stateline Rd.  Follow this road for about a mile or two until you come up on County Road 294 which leads to Southern Harbor Resort & Marina.   The launch fee at this Marina should be 2-3 dollars and according to the rain we have been getting, there should be plenty of water to launch.  We will monitor channel 68 on the VHF and try to rendezvous on the lake close to the Marina until everyone has launched.  I will print maps of the lake that will help a little to decide where to go,  but will be no substitute for a commercial fishing map.  RSVP to Bob@Horan.net if you are planning on going so we can look for you at the marina where we are launching.  Call on VHF Ch# 68 or my cell phone, (478) 972-6941 if you are delayed but do make it to the lake.
