      I received an e-mail from Steve Ligeikis a short time ago after finding a copy of the 1988 Waterway Guide on my bookshelf and remembering that it was the issue that Steve Ligeikis used when navigating his way from the Savannah, GA area to the West Coast of Florida.  I sent him a short e-mail telling him how I liked that issue and that it reminded me of his journey.  He sent back the following reply.  

Bob,

    Good to receive your e-mail this morning as I begin to zero out my computer to start the day. I recall quite clearly the 1988 issue about Walter Cronkite.  It was in fact a gem to have on board Maggie while I navigated the Intracoastal Waterway leaving Tybee Island then exiting at Ponce De Leon Inlet for my first off shore sail to enter Fort Pierce Inlet in order to connect with St. Lucie Waterway leading to Lake Okeechobee.  Crossing Lake Okeechobee you enter the Caloosahatchee River to later exit at Sanibel Island into the Gulf of Mexico. From there you can travel the world. This was for me a most memorable trip. I chose this in favor of distance reduction, and fewer shallow spots than choosing to round Key West. My total time frame from Tybee to Sanibel was 4 days. I had a great time on most of the Intracoastal Waterway route. As I sailed across the lake there were summer time squalls, but I figured it OK to fly full sails since I knew I was surrounded by land hardly more than 25 miles away. Maggie's speed often reached 18.5 kts. according to the knot meter and GPS. Wow, I thought this is more than twice the designer "Lindsey 42" hull speed! Upon approach to Clewiston, a rocky entry channel, I was struck by a sudden gust of about 60mph. My genoa shredded quickly into 4 large strips lengthwise. While this happened, I ran forward to drop anchor before the impending collision with the channel rock jetty. The slapping rags knocked off my glasses and shoes into the lake but fortunately the anchor grabbed hold as the stern settled 20 feet from the rocks. So much for dropping sails in gales. 

    I gathered the ruins, bandaged my wrist, thanked God, then motored about 2 hours to Moore Haven to rest and restock groceries at Davidson Dock just after clearing Moore Haven Lock. Davidson dock is a good inexpensive night stop prior to traveling the ditch to the coast. I met up with a nice English girl who sailed the Atlantic leaving Plymouth England in a homemade 25 ft wooden boat with 1 cylinder small diesel for power. She was on her way to Belize but on tight budget so I bought us a good steak dinner at Moore Haven and gave her 5gal of diesel for just in case it might be needed. This is what I would call shoestring travel! I'm not sure if it is guts or lack of brains but, She sailed the ditch behind me all the way using no fuel because wind was good all the way to Sanibel Island. As we got into the gulf she blew me a kiss and turned South while I went North. I made it to Bradenton, and I hope she reached Belize but I haven't heard anything since departure. This is the way it goes with sailors, right? Almost as good as Huckleberry and Tom. 

    I got to meet Walter Cronkite at Fernandina Beach. I really liked his news broadcast and sailing tales.  He came aboard Maggie and admired her, much to my satisfaction. Presently I have put repurchase of Maggie on hold for 2 months, while preparing myself for Rosemary's homecoming next week from assisted living in Bradenton. This is a challenge I must meet. Also started first book and expect to spend 1 year working on it. Thought I'd give it a try. What better thing to do, except to sail on the wind with adventuresome friends? Congratulations Commodore Bob! Will send dues soon let me know any changes or updates

Knot of the Month
The Square knot & the Reversed Double Half Hitch

The Square Knot sometimes known as the Reef Knot is a basic knot that every sailor should be able to tie.  It is simple to tie and does not jam, making it somewhat easy to untie. It is classified as a bend because it usually ties two lines together, although as a reef knot with each end of the line on opposites sides of the sail, it is a judgement call on the class.   I use it as a reef knot when putting in a reef in my main and my jib.  I also use it to tie two lines together temporarily.  It will come undone so be careful when you use it.  
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The Reversed Double Half Hitch is really a hitch but it is made similar to a square knot.  It can be made from a square not if capsized.  I just use it as a hitch an let it go at that.   It is easy to tie and again it does not jam.  The standard Double Half Hitch has a tendency to jam and be hard to undo.
