Commodore’s Corner

Everyone who has ever put a boat in the water has a tale to tell. We all want to get out and have a nice day’s sail with no problems. This is not going to happen every time. In fact if it does happen life on the water would be very dull.

If you want to tell a story about your sailing trip it could go something like this: We got on the boat and sailed around the lake for the day. The wind was light and we sailed at about 3 knots. We got a little too much sun, docked the boat and came home. 

Or it could be like this: We sailed to the Bahamas and the wind got up to 20 knots on the way over. The trip that was supposed to take 14 hours really took 36 hours before the water was shallow enough to anchor and another 12 hours before we found land. During the trip over our roller furling broke and we lost the use of the jib. Winds picked up at night causing us to double anchor with extra rode. No cell phone or internet service was available so while we were on the water for ten days our family had alerted the Coast Guard because they thought we were lost at sea. We had good wind while we were there and 5 to 6 knot sailing trying to outrun the occasional thunderstorm. The trip back to the States was easier even though we did have semi heavy seas most of the day causing us to make adjustments often to keep on course. 

Even though I am getting older and the boat seems more difficult to set up and tear down, I am not ready to just sail, I want to have stories to tell. I want to have new adventures for years to come. As members of LJSC we can have stories to tell or we can just have a nice day of sailing. It’s up to you.
